The fact that an institution possesses
endowments or receives contributions from Local Funds or privaté subscriptions should not be regarded as a reason for not classing it as “State” so long as
Provincial and Imperial Funds are practically responsible for all the charges connected with it, Class I—“Public” are State dispensaries which are open to the
poorer classes of the publie, Class IT are State dispensaries which serve only a special section of the public as indicated in the sub-classification attached.
